	Employee contributions, Committee and Ward reports:   Replace sidewalk on west side of  Coteau Street from 1st Street past the Post Office, sewer camera/jetting, Arbor Day set for  April 30th along with city wide clean-up day with volunteer church groups to help, get gravel.  
	Special Temporary Malt Beverage License:  Motion by Engeseth, second by Dessler to approve to the Gary American Legion Post #109 (John Weir) for April 9th  and 30th, 2011 at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, City of Gary, SD (on sale only).  All members voted aye, motion carried.  
	Vera Meyer, city librarian, explained the need to establish a library board in order to be officially recognized as a "public library' with the  South Dakota Public Library Association.  Had first reading of Ordinance #347 to establish a library board.  Members will be appointed and approved along with the second reading of Ordinance #347 at the May 2nd meeting.
    	Ed Nuteson, representing the American Legion Post 109, discussed the 2011 boys/girls ball program.  Said the girl's coaches may need to be certified.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Dessler to give $1,500.00 to the Legion Ball Program and to pay for any certifications that may be required.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  
	On the behalf of the Gary Community Club, Marilyn Koeppen appeared before the council stating that the cost of the skids for the tractor pulls being held over July 3rd & 4th has gone up significantly. Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to give half of the amount of the cost of the skids to the Community Club in the amount of $825.00.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
	Ordinance #2011-339-4, an ordinance amending ordinance 9-2-2 regarding water rate schedule, amending the base rate from $8.00 to $10.00 and from $3.50 to  $4.00 per 1000 gallons of water used, and raising bulk water from $5.00 to $7.00 per 1000 gallons had its first reading.  Ordinance #2011-339-5, an ordinance amending ordinance 9-1-4 regarding sewer rate schedule, had its first reading to amend the base rate from $8.00 to $10.00 per thousand gallons of water and from $2.50 to $3.00 per thousand gallons of water thereafter.
