2014 SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE

SECTION II
Means of finance of the above 2014 Supplemental Budget Appropriation:  The foregoing supplemental appropriation shall be funded by the General Fund Account of the City of Gary, South Dakota, in the sum of $14,051.40.
