ORDINANCE NO. 355

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 9-1 REGARDING THE MUNICIPAL SEWER SYSTEM.

BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary that Chapter 9-1 regarding the municipal sewer system include the following:

9-1-8:   Sewer system discharge, connections and crossings.

             All users of the municipal sewer system are prohibited from discharging water 

             from sump pumps or drain tile systems into the municipal sewer system between          

             the dates of April 1st and November 1st.  All new connections to and repairs to sewer  

             system mains will be done by a licensed plumber and include a boot or wye 

             connection.  The City superintendant must inspect all connections before being

             buried.  Any underground tunneling or boring that crosses city sewer mains must

             be inspected by video cameras at the expense of the contractor doing the work                     

             within fourteen (14) days of completion of the project.

They will apply for a $4,000.00 grant to purchase trees.  Mary Nosbush and Darwyn Engesser were re-appointed to three year terms on the City Tree Board. Mayor Engesser proclaimed Saturday, April 26, 2014 as Arbor Day in Gary.  They will also try to hold  a City Wide Clean Up on this day.
     Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the 2013 annual report for the library.  Librarian has sent this to the State.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
