Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to approve the agenda.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Comments were heard from utilities manager and finance officer.  Committee and Ward reports were also heard.

 There will be no election this year.  Incumbents filing petitions were Jeff Engesser for Mayor, Darwyn Engesser in Ward I, Cory Borg for a one year term in Ward II,and Clark Dessler in Ward III.  Mary Peterson did not turn in a petition for the two year term in Ward II.
Motion by Borg, second by Jenson to approve a special temporary liquor license for March 19, 2016 and March 20, 2016(until 1:00 a.m.) at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     George Holborn discussed with the council his plans to build a bridge over the creek on his property at 411 1st Ave. and to finish burning a tree stump that didn’t completely burn last year.  He will obtain the required permits before starting either project.

     Bill Ortmeier from Stein Sign Display presented to the council price quotes and ideas for a billboard sign promoting the City of Gary to be placed on some land owned by Roger Kreutner on Highway 212 just west of the Minnesota/South Dakota state line.  Will Stone also shared some input and ideas.  Council stated they would like to think about it and it will be placed on the April 4th agenda.

     Robin Lanners, liquor store manager, had several items to present to the council for approval:  Gary Liquor Store is hosting the year end dart tournament on March 12th and she would like to furnish pork loin and potato salad, hold a dart player appreciation night possibly March 22nd and give each team a free pizza & round of drinks, on-sale drink price increase, hire part time bartender, and having the liquor store open on Sunday, July 3rd and hiring a DJ.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Peterson to approve furnishing pork loin & salad for year-end dart tournament, furnishing a free pizza & round of drinks for each dart team for appreciation night, raising the price of all on sale drinks and beer, hiring Matt Rosdahl as a part time bartender @ $8.07/hour, and to hire a DJ and have the liquor store open on July 3rd.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Greg Maag with 1st District in Watertown was present to meet with the council regarding the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  He has been working with Deuel County Emergency Management and meeting with area cities to identify their risk assessment, hazard vulnerability, critical facilities, and infrastructure that could be impacted by natural disasters. If the state was to ever receive funds for damage caused by a natural disaster, the city would need to have this mitigation plan in place to apply and be considered for any part of those funds.   From the information Greg obtained pertaining to the City of Gary’s vulnerabilities, he will compile a report which he will send to the council later this summer.  After the city approves this report it will get sent to FEMA for final approval.  
     Borg got called from the meeting at 8:30 p.m.

    The 2016 fund request from Deuel Are Development, Inc. was again presented to the council.  Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to release the funds.  On a roll call vote ayes were Dessler and Darwyn Engesser, nays were Peterson, Jenson, and Bekaert.  Motion and second failed.

     The city is still checking into options for providing a recycle trailer for residential use.     

     Motion by Dessler, second by Jensen to approve the 2015 annual report for the library.  Librarian has                           sent this to the State.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Peterson to approve the 2015 Annual Report for the City of Gary.  This will now be sent to the Department of Legislative Audit for approval.  After approval by the DLA the report will be published in the Clear Lake Courier.   All members voted aye, motion carried
   Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to approve the 2016 Gary Volunteer fire department members.  There are 35 members and the complete list is on file at the City Office.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
