     Employee contributions were heard.  Council approved turning the noon & six o’clock whistle off for a week and approved getting boulevard trees trimmed. 
     Committee and ward reports were heard.  Another letter will be sent to Phil Trieb regarding replacing the sidewalk on the south side of his building.
     Second reading of 2016 Appropriation Ordinance #360 was held.  Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson
to pass and adopt Appropriation Ordinance #360 for 2016.   All members voted aye, motion carried.

2016 Appropriation Ordinance #360 has been declared passed and adopted.

Further discussion was held on purchasing Cardtrol pumps.  An estimate was received from United Petroleum Equip. Co.,Inc.  A special meeting with the City Attorney present will be held Wednesday, September 16, 2015 at 6 p.m. 
    Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to deny the request received from the City of Canby to use the Gary landfill.   All members voted aye, motion carried.

    Special assessments were discussed.  Early summer, certified letters were mailed to several property owners regarding lawn mowing.  To those not complying, another letter along with a bill for the City doing the mowing will be sent.  If not paid within a certain time period, the cost of mowing will be sent to the county and assessed to the individual’s taxes.  When the special assessments were sent to the county in 2013 they did not get assessed to their taxes so they need to be re-certified.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to re-certify the 2013 assessments along with the current assessments and to pass Resolution 2015-02 regarding this.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to not do a complete upgrade on the tornado siren at this time, but to install the high band radio which will allow the tornado siren to be set off remotely.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Dessler, second by Peterson to get a summer fill at .85/gallon from Deuel County Cenex and to roll over our current contract with them to contract 1032 gallons at $1.05/gallon.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 

     Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to renew the CD’s at Deuel National Bank for 12 months at a rate of 0.50%.  Interest to be paid at maturity by check.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  

     Discussion was held on purchasing a new computer for the library.  There have been some issues ever since the City building was switched to fibre optic.  Motion by Dessler, second by Borg to check with ITC about these issues and possibly order a new fire wall before a decision is made on purchasing a new computer.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to submit $150 to Glacial Lakes Tourism Association for 2016 membership and advertising agreement.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Jenson, second by Peterson to re-appoint Vera Sween and appoint Ellen Schulte to replace Leona Stone as library board members for three year terms.  On a roll call vote, Ayes:  Darwyn Engesser, Dessler, Borg, Jenson, and Peterson.  Bekaert abstained.  Motion carried.

     Motion by Borg, second by Peterson to declare the following property surplus and to be sold at public auction at a later date:
