	No one will be attending the District 1 Annual meeting at Wilmot on April 6th.
	Motion by Dessler, second by Rol to approve Banner Associates, Inc. claim of $2,289.00 for engineering services for phase III for the lagoon project.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
	Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the Deuel County Highway Department agreement with the same rates as last year.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
	Annual reports were given to the council and will be addressed at the March 15th meeting.  Motion by Rol, second by Denekamp to contact Ben Elliot to audit the reports.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
	No one will be attending the 2010 Elected Officials Workshop April 24th in Pierre.
	A concerned citizen brought up enforcing the ordinances.  There is a lot of  old vehicles and junk in yards.  Also, dogs are still an issue.  Mayor said this will be addressed in a letter to all residents.
