	Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Rol to approve the agenda with the addition of Maquire Iron water tower inspection under other discussion.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
	Motion by Rol, second by Denekamp to purchase a copy of the assessment book for the city file.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  
	The Local Board of Equalization reviewed the assessment books.  Written notice of appeal was presented to the Board from Don and Teresa Nothem on Parcel #4615 of a 47.28% increase on the building stating the only work that had been done was painting the outside of the house.  No more remodeling has been done.  Nothems felt a 10% increase would be sufficient bringing the building value to $23,797.60. Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Denekamp to change the building valuation from $32,282 to $23,797.60.  The land value will remain at $1,234 for a total of $25,031.60.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Form PT-17 was sent to the Assessor for this appeal.
