On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Joan Sacrison was present to update the Council on Deuel Area Development.  Sacrison spoke of their availability to help young entrepreneurs get a business started, different projects they are currently involved in, plans for future development ideas, and how they have developed a website (www.deuelarea.com) and are continually updating it for community awareness.

     Mary Nosbush from Gate City Development was present to request a letter of support from the Council for a grant they are currently working on for the development of their industrial park.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Jenson to sign letter of support.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     George Holborn, financial officer of the American Legion Post 109, was present to thank the Council for their past support of the youth summer baseball/softball programs and to request funds for the coming season.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to donate $2,000.00 to the American Legion for the summer youth ball programs.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  
      First reading of Ordinance #351 – 2013 Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance was held.

Motion by Bekaert, second by Dessler to accept the 2013 Comprehensive Tree Plan presented by the Tree Board.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  A couple of the spruce trees planted at the golf course last year will need to be replaced.  LeRoy Dessler was reappointed to a three year term on the City Tree Board.  Mayor Engesser proclaimed April 27, 2013 as Arbor Day in Gary.  There will also be a City Wide Clean Up on this day with plans to meet at the City Park at 9:00 a.m.  The City is offering $100 to the local Church Youth Groups and the local 4-H Group if they wish to help with this clean up.
