Employee, committee, and ward reports were heard.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for August 15 & 16(until 1:00 am), 2015 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Marilyn Koeppen and Kellie Lewis from the Gary Area Betterment Committee were present.  They shared with the council they are having a Scarecrow Fest in October.  Anyone wishing to make a scarecrow is asked to deliver their scarecrow (with their identity on back) to Gary DNB September 28-30.  Judging will take place on October 15th.  These scarecrows will then be placed around town. Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to let them place them on city property.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Mark Junker from Aason Engineering was present to discuss the condition of the bridges on Lac Qui Parle Street and Second Avenue.  He stated both structures are getting to the end of their life span and will need to be replaced.  He suggested contacting the SDDOT and getting on the list for the bridge replacement program.

Will Stone, president of Gate City Development Ass’n, was present to update the council on what is happening at the new development and to invite the council to their annual meeting on August 6th.

Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to order an updated security camera system for the liquor store from Blue Sky Security LLC out of Alexandria, MN.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Borg, second by Bekaert to have panic buttons installed at the liquor store.  These will be purchased from and installed by ITC.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Peterson, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the Gary Glow Run to be held on September 26, 2015.  Registration is at the liquor store beginning at 5:30 pm and the run will start at 6:45 pm.  All members voted aye, motion carried.    

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to accept the 2016 law enforcement contract with Deuel County.  They increased their contract by 1.5%, going from $860.95/month to $873.86/month.  Roll call vote was taken with Borg abstaining.  All other members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Bekaert, second by Dessler to renew the video lottery license for 2016 

in the amount of $100.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

First reading of the 2016 Appropriation Ordinance #360 was held.  The second reading and adoption of the 2016 Appropriation Ordinance #360 will be held at the September 8, 2015 meeting.

Mayor Engesser volunteered to serve on the Pre-disaster Mitigation Planning Team.
Motion by Dessler, second by Borg for finance officer to attend the SDML Annual Conference in Watertown October 7-9, 2015.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

A building permit was received from Bob Kloos to move in a 8x12 storage shed on his property at 410 2nd Ave.  He obtained the necessary adjacent land owner signatures and Mike checked and approved the set-backs.
A building permit was also received from Mike Nosbush for new construction in the new development.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to approve this permit.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
