ORDINANCE 336-15

AN ORDINANCE ENTITLED, an ordinance amending Ordinance 336 (adopted August 13, 2007), An Ordinance Creating Zoning for the City of Gary, South Dakota, and Providing for the Administration, Enforcement, And Amendment Thereof, in Accordance with the Provisions of Chapters 11-4 and 11-6, 1967 South Dakota Compiled Laws and Amendments, and for the Repeal of all Ordinances in Conflict Herewith, as amended.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota that Section 2.09.02 [R1] Permitted Uses, of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Gary Adopted August 13, 2007 by Ordinance 336, as amended, be amended by adding the highlighted language in bold and underline font, and removing the language in strikethrough font as follows:

Section 2.09.02.  Permitted Uses.

7.  Occupying of a recreational vehicle on a lot without a primary structure.  (See Section 4.05.01)
Be if further ordained by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota that Section 4.05.01 Parking, Storage, or Use of Major Recreational Equipment, of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Gary Adopted August 13, 2007 by Ordinance 336, as amended, be amended by adding the highlighted language in bold and underline font, and removing the language in strikethrough font as follows:

Section 4.05.01.  Parking, Storage, or Use of Major Recreational Equipment

For purposes of these regulations, major recreational equipment is defined as including boats and boat trailers, travel trailers, pick-up campers or coaches (designed to be mounted on automotive vehicles).  Motorized dwellings, tent trailers, and the like, and cases or boxes used for transporting recreational equipment, whether occupied by such equipment or not.  No major recreational equipment shall be parked or stored in the required front yard of any lot in a residential district, provided however, that such equipment may be parked anywhere on residential premises for a period not to exceed twenty-four (24) hours during loading or unloading.  No such equipment shall be used for living, sleeping, or housekeeping purposes when parked or stored on a residential lot, unless done so in accordance with this section.     

or in any location not approved for such use.
2.  A recreational vehicle may be occupied on any lot with no primary structure in the R1 District by permitted use provided:

a. A building permit is obtained;
b. The recreational vehicle is occupied by the owner of the lot;
i. Exception:  Family or friends who are visiting the owner may park their own recreation vehicle on the owner’s lot for a period not to exceed fourteen (14) days.
c.  The recreational vehicle is placed in a manner which meets setbacks for principal structures in the R1 District.

9-2-2:  Water Rate Schedule.


Occupant of premises connected with the municipal water system shall pay for water consumed thereon, and for the availability of the municipal water service as follows:

Maintenance and administrative fee of $10.50 per month, plus $4.75 per 1000 

    

gallons of water used.

The rate shall be a flat fee of $10.50 per month for apartments having one meter, 



plus $1.00 for each unit, with the same rate per gallons of water used as part (A) 



above.

Buffalo Ridge Resort:  Hotel-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, 



with the same rate per gallons of water used as part (A).

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE  9-1-4 REGARDING SEWER RATE SCHEDULE
BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota that 9-1-4 of Ordinance 2007-339 be amended to the following:

9-1-4: Sewer Rates.


Sewer rates within the City and outside the City limits shall be a flat fee of $10.50 and $3.75 per 1000 gallons of water thereafter.  Sewer rates for an apartment building shall be a flat fee of $10.50 plus $1.00 per individual unit per month with an additional sewer rate of $3.75 per 1000 gallons of water.  


Buffalo Ridge Resort:  Hotel-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, and $3.75 per 1000 gallons of water thereafter.   Campground with bathhouse-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, and $3.75 per 1000 gallons water thereafter.  Laundromat, Sundance Ballroom, fitness room, Administration building included.


Gate City Lodge:  Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, and $3.75 per 1000 gallons of water thereafter.  


Sewer billing will be included with that of the water bills and be subject to the same collection procedure. 


New property owners shall receive a copy of Ordinance 2018-339-11  Chapter 9-1-4.
