     Comments were heard by utilities manager, liquor store manager, and finance officer.  Liquor Store manager stated one of her part-time bartenders (Danielle Olson) quit due to conflicting issues.
    Committee and ward reports were heard.
     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to renew 2015 SDML membership dues.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Final financial report for the 2013 audit was received from Independent Audit Services along with their letter of comments. Discussion was held on letter of comments. One of the suggestions was that the Council should determine if 10th or 100th should be used for payroll calculation.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to keep as is, which is calculating in 10th.  All members voted aye, motion carried.   Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to approve the 2013 audit provided by Independent Audit Services.  It will now get filed with the Department of Legislative Audit in Pierre.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

    Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to close liquor store at 6 p.m. on Christmas Eve.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Currently the vacation leave policy states: Vacation hours not used during the calendar year in which they are earned may not be carried over into successive years.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Peterson to allow up to 40 hours of carryover vacation, but it will be paid out at the old pay rate.  All members voted aye, motion carried.     

    Employee Christmas Party was discussed and will be decided on at the next meeting on December 29, 2014 at 5 p.m. (Note time change)
    Mayor Engesser was approached by an individual interested in purchasing some property which has special assessments for mowing applied against it by the City of Gary.  Individual would like the City to release those assessments.  Motion by Dessler, second by Bekaert to work with the individual once he has purchased the property.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     It had been brought to the attention of the Council that there have been individuals’ smoking (which is prohibited by state law) in the 109 Club.  The Legion members have been addressed on this issue.  Motion by Jenson, second by Peterson that further action will be taken if the smoking continues.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 
     Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to make the Big10 TV channel available at the Gary Liquor Store.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to go into Executive Session at 8:20 p.m. for personnel matters.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Mayor declared council out of Executive Session at 8:30 p.m.

     Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to award a 3% raise across the board to all City employees and to go with the state minimum wage of $8.50 for common labor. Council member pay to remain the same.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Other discussion:  Will Stone, President of the Gate City Development, was present and updated the Council on their progress at the development site.  He stated Dynotec Industries plans on starting construction yet this year on their building and are hoping to be open in the spring of 2015.  Will also said they are working on trying to find a business to go into the old Midwest Performance Converter building.
