     Employee, committee and ward reports were heard.
     Storm siren grant specs recommended the siren not be placed on the water tower as originally discussed, but that it should be on a pole.  Mike has sent in necessary paper work and pictures required indicating the siren will be erected on a pole approximately 15 feet south of the small building by the water tower.  This will allow for close proximity to the electrical feed needed for the siren.
     Motion by Borg, second by Bekaert to purchase two 90 gallon fuel tanks from DC Cenex to supply fuel for the Fire Department and City use.  The two new tanks along with the one they have been using will allow the availability of clear & dyed diesel and gasoline.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to renew 2017 SDML membership dues.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Discussion was held on replacing some of the older Christmas decorations.  Mike will check into any sales going on and bring the information to the next meeting.
     Final financial report for the 2015 audit was received from Independent Audit Services along with their letter of comments. Discussion was held on letter of comments. The audit has been sent to the DLA for final approval.  Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to approve the 2015 audit provided by Independent Audit Services pending final approval by the DLA.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to close liquor store at 6 p.m. on Christmas Eve.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Dessler, second by Borg to have liquor store open on Monday, December 26, 2016 and Monday, January 2, 2017 and to allow the manager and full-time employee to take a floating holiday for those days.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Employee Christmas Party was discussed. Final plans will be made at the year-end meeting on December 26th.
     The 2016 Economic Development Surveys will be completed by the individual council members and brought back to the next meeting.
