     Joan Sacrison, Executive Director of Deuel Area Development, Inc. was present to go over their achievements for 2014 and discuss what their future goals are.  A written request for the budgeted $5,000.00 from the City of Gary was received by DADI.  Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to disperse the funds when a current financial statement is received.  Voting aye:  Darwyn Engesser and Dessler, nays were Bekaert, Peterson, and Jenson.  Since the majority of votes were ayes last fall when preparing the 2015 budget, the funds will be dispersed once the current financial statement is received.
     Chad Nelson, Attorney at Law, was invited to the council meeting to discuss attaining his services as the City Attorney.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to employ Chad Nelson as the Attorney for the City of Gary at $150/hour.  All members voted aye, motion carried.    
     Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to transfer 2014 ending balances in the Video Lottery Fund and the Liquor Fund to the 2015 General Fund.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  The actual amounts transferred were:  from Video Lottery Fund-$94,221.80 and from Liquor Fund-$40,000.00.

     A new Intergovernmental Contract was received from South Dakota Public Assurance Alliance.  Since they have moved services previously performed by a third-party contractor “in-house”, a new contract is needed.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to approve and sign the new SDPAA Intergovernmental Contract.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve and sign the 2015 law enforcement contract with Deuel County in the amount of $860.95/month.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     The annual District Meeting is being held in New Effington on March 24, 2015.  

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to renew membership for 2015 with First District Association.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

 Council declined membership to SD Association of Towns & Townships.  The City is a member of First District and feels they get the support needed through them.
