     Angel Oeltjenbruns was present to give an update on GCD.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve the St. Peter’s Parish Altar Society having a food stand in the DNB parking lot on July 3rd during the water fights.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Mary Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for March 17, 2018 and March 18, 2018(until 1:00 a.m.) at the Gary Legion (David Hanten) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Jenson, second by Dessler to replace the foot rail at the liquor store with a stainless steel rail from Bend Rite out of Marshall, MN for an approximate cost of $1,500.00.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Dessler, second by Bekaert to also have Bend Rite of Marshall make a new train sign to replace the one by the Catholic Church coming into town from the south.  Approximate cost will be $700.00.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 

     Council terms expiring this year are Jeff Engesser-Mayor-two year term,  Darwyn Engesser- two year term Ward I, Mary Peterson-two year term Ward II, David Peterson-one year term Ward II, and Clark Dessler-two year term in Ward III.  Petitions can be picked up at the finance office beginning January 26, 2018 and must be returned to the finance office no later than 5:00 pm on February 23, 2018.
     Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson, to transfer the 2017 end of year balances from the Video Lottery Fund and the Liquor Fund to the 2018 General Fund. The actual amounts transferred were:  from Video Lottery Fund-$95,624.73 and from Liquor Fund-$40,000.00.

     Mike will get bids to trade in the oldest lawn mower for a new one and will bring them to the next meeting on March 5, 2018.

     Motion by Dessler, second by David Peterson to release the appropriated 2018 funds of $15,000.00 to the Gary Fire Department to make the payment on the E-One pumper truck.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Deuel County issued a quit claim deed for property located at Lot 10, Block 1, Town of Gary, Harris Second Addition, Deuel County, South Dakota to the City of Gary. City Attorney will be contacted as to the best way to sell this property and will be discussed further at the next meeting.

     An update was given on the Gold Nugget building purchase.
     A draft of the 2016 audit was reviewed.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to not OPT OUT of the tax call for the tax year 2018 payable in 2019.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
