Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve the verified claims and issue warrants in payment thereof with the addition of the following late warrants:Ron’s Saw Shop-trimmer line-103.93 and Steele’s Service-fuel charges-1,972.98.  All members voted aye, motion carried.   

Mike reported golf course needs to be sprayed again, will spray for mosquitos at Rendevous camp-site as well as start spraying for mosquitos around town, talked about getting A-Tech Sewer for a day to camera & jet certain areas, Fuller Paving was in town for a couple days doing some patch work, A/C at the liquor store hasn’t been working properly.  Council advised Mike to look into replacing both the air conditioner and the furnace since both are almost  25 years old.
In Ward reports it was noted there a couple properties in town that haven’t mowed their lawns.  Finance Officer will write letters to these individuals advising them of their options.

 Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for July 28  & 29, 2012 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Joan Sacrison, Executive Director of Deuel Area Development, was present to request funding for 2013.  She gave an informative presentation on the Organization’s mission and future goals.  The request will be taken into consideration when preparing the 2013 Appropriation Budget, which will have its first reading at the August 6th regular council meeting.
Harvey & Mary Ann Nelson, representing the Gate City Sr. Citizen’s, stated they are thinking of selling their building and property.  They were wondering if the City would consider selling a portion of the lot to the west of their building since their lot is only 50 feet wide.  For safety reasons the Council thought that would put the water tower too close to the property line.
Commercial garbage rates, tabled from the June meeting, were discussed.  After conferring with Bjerke Sanitation it was decided to lower the monthly rate for the 109 Club to $20, leave Rob’s Locker where it is, and increase the Municipal Liquor Store to $75.

Health insurance rates were discussed.  Rates are increasing over 26%.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to increase the deductible and out-of-pocket to lower the premium some.  We will go from $2,000/$4,000 @ $1,454.64 to $3,000/$6,000 @1,663.05 per month.  Single coverage will go from $581.88 to $665.23.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to purchase WI-FI for the Gary City Library.  Computer Innovations will be contacted for the installation.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Building permit #2012-08 was issued to Steve Odette to increase his garage size to 18’ x 26’.
