Will ask owner of the campground to post signs and try to police these issues for safety reasons.  Also touched on the issue of the trail rides that may be held at Buffalo Ridge and that the horses taking part in these trail rides need to be Coggins tested.  Will talk to the organizer of this event and explain that they will need to have all participants provide veterinary certificates showing their animal has had the Coggins test.  

     Reports were heard from street superintendent and finance officer.

     Committee and ward reports were heard.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for July 11 & 12(until 1:00 am), 2015 and July 25 & 26(until 1:00 am), 2015 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

A 2016 fund request of $5,000 was received from Deuel Area Development. Joan Sacrison presented the City of Gary a certificate thanking them for support and sponsorship in 2015 and also reviewed the resources DADI has available.  Discussion was held on the fund request and a motion was made by Borg, second by Darwyn Engesser, to grant the request.  A roll call vote was taken.  Ayes:  Borg, Darwyn Engesser, and Dessler.  Nays:  Bekaert, Peterson, and Jenson.  Mayor Engesser broke the tie with an aye vote and motion carried.
Security cameras at the liquor store was discussed.  It was decided to do additional checking on other options and vendors and decide at the August meeting.

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert for finance officer to attend a meeting on budget training in Sioux Falls on July 23, 2015.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
