Ward Reports:  In Ward I, Bekaert requested letter be sent to Kathy Seely to clean up and mow yard.  In Ward II, Peterson stated she had been called by Ed Nuteson regarding lilac bushes on former Kenyon property obstructing view when backing out of his driveway. 
Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to appoint Bob Engeseth to fill vacancy in Ward II for a term of one year until the next election.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Oath of office was read by Bob Engeseth as he was absent at the May meeting.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve a special temporary liquor license for June 16, 2012 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Engeseth, second by Peterson to approve 109 Club being open on Tuesday, July 3rd.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Commercial garbage rates were discussed.  It was decided to provide a report of current commercial rates to Bjerke Sanitation for review.  This will be discussed further at the July meeting.

Several concerned citizens were present regarding the noise from a dance held at Buffalo Ridge on May 26th.  The Council said a letter would be sent to Buffalo Ridge, with a carbon copy to Madison Properties, Inc., asking for their cooperation on this.

Council discussed purchasing more energy efficient lighting in the municipal buildings.  It was decided to wait until fall to do anything.

Motion by Peterson, second by Engeseth to approve a new form which will be required by any organization  requesting funding for 2013.
