Aldermen Albert Bekaert, John Jenson, Clark Dessler, Darwyn Engesser, Bob Engeseth, and Mary Peterson  were present.   Mayor Jeff Engesser presided.  Present also were Marilyn Koeppen, Phil Trieb, Mike Nosbush and Shirley Pederson.  

Motion by Dessler, second by Darwin Engesser to approve the agenda.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Comments were heard by Mike and Shirley.  Committee & Ward reports were also heard.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve a special temporary liquor license for March 16, 2013 and March 17, 2013 until 1:00 a.m. at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Marilyn Koeppen, representing a newly formed group called the Gary Area Betterment Group, was present to discuss some of their ideas for sprucing up the town.  A couple projects mentioned were placing planters with flowers around town and possibly painting the front of the former Gold Nugget building (with permission from the owner).

A written complaint regarding driving snowmobiles in town along with the noise they create   was heard.  Letters have been sent to the offenders, along with a copy of the Ordinance and the written complaint.

The Big Stone to Brookings project was discussed.  Apparently in March of 2006 the Council signed an “Application for Party Status” form on the original plans and has been asked to sign off on the docket for the current project.  Motion by Dessler, second by Peterson that when the proper form is supplied, the Council will sign off on it.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
The Gary American Legion would like to replace the crosses at the cemetery before Memorial Day and asked the City for funding.  Estimates will be brought to the March 18th meeting.  A supplement to the budget will be needed for this funding and will be discussed further at the meeting on March 18th.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to accept the proposal by Independent Audit Services, PC for an audit of the City for the year ending December 31, 2012.  A copy of this proposal will be sent to the DLA for approval.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

No one will be attending the District 1 Annual Meeting to be held in Sisseton on March 26, 2013.

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to approve and sign the Financial and Maintenance Agreement between SD Dept. of Transportation and City of Gary for sign and delineation project identified as Roadway Safety Improvement Project Number PH8020(12) PCN 02AT located on various City roads in Gary.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to sign the Deuel County Highway Department Agreement.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Bekaert, second by Peterson to approve the 2012 Library Annual Report.  The Librarian has sent this to the State.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to approve the 2012 Annual Report for the City of Gary.  This will now be sent to the Department of Legislative Audit for approval.  After approval by the DLA, the report will be published in the Clear Lake Courier.   All members voted aye, motion carried.
At the suggestion of our auditor for internal control, motion by Peterson, second by Bekaert to hire Marion Denekamp to balance the bank statement monthly for a wage of $18.00/hour.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
In other discussion it was stated that no election will be held this year as only incumbents took out petitions.
