After looking at input from the City Attorney, motion was made by Bekaert, second by Mary Peterson to have the property appraised and offer it for sale at the next council meeting on April 2, 2018.  A Public Hearing notice will be published.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     The purchase of the Gold Nugget building is still pending.
     Motion by Dessler, second by Bekaert to approve the final 2016 audit performed by Independent Audit Services, PC and to approve having the Mayor sign the letter of proposal from Independent Audit Services, PC to perform the 2017 audit.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

      Motion by Jenson, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the 2017 annual report for the library and the 2017 annual report for the City of Gary.  The Librarian has sent her report to the State and the annual report for the City will be sent to the Department of Legislative Audit and published in the Clear Lake Courier.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
