AN ORDINANCE ALTERING ORDINANCE NO. 2007-339

TITLE 10, CHAPTER 10-1-2 DATED NOVEMBER 5, 2007

GARY VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT - MEMBERS;

BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota as follows, to-wit:

10-1-2:  Members.

The names of all persons nominated for appointment to membership shall be presented to the Board of Fire Officers in writing.  The Board of Fire Officers shall either confirm or deny the nominated person.  All resignations from the department shall be delivered to and accepted by the Board of Fire Officers.  The Fire Chief or Assistant Chief may suspend any member until the Board of Fire Officers next meeting, where the Board of Fire Officers will decide to either dismiss the member, suspend the member for a period of time, or reinstate the member.  The Board of Fire Officers will give the Council of the City of Gary a list of names of the active members yearly.

Motion by Borg, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the liquor store to provide the beer garden for the street dance on July 1, 2017.  A special temporary permit will need to be issued.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Ordinance Title 8-1-5 (parking of motor vehicles) was reviewed by the council.  A letter will be sent to a citizen in violation of this Ordinance.
One of the concerns of the Safety Benefits inspection was the slide at the City ball park.  Council decided to remove the slide for now and look into possibly replacing it next year.

     Mayor declared adjournment of council to reconvene for reorganization at 8:15 p.m.
Oath of Office was read by Albert Bekaert, Ward I, 2 year term, Mary Peterson, Alderman Ward II, 1 year remaining on her term, and John Jenson, Alderman Ward III, 2 year term.  Cory Borg chose not to petition for his 2 year term in Ward II, creating a vacancy.  Mayor Engesser appointed David Peterson to fill the vacancy in Ward II until the next election. Oath of Office was read by David Peterson, Alderman Ward II, until next election.   Returning council members are:  Mayor Jeff Engesser, Darwyn Engesser, Ward I, and Clark Dessler, Ward III.  
  Election of officers and committee appointments were held: Nominations for President:  Bekaert  nominated Jenson, second by Mary Peterson.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to cease nominations. All members voted aye, motion carried.  President is John Jenson. Nominations for Vice-President:  Jenson nominated Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Mary Peterson to cease nominations.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Vice-President is Clark Dessler.  Committees appointed by Mayor:  Streets and Alleys: Darwyn Engesser, Cemetery: Albert Bekaert, Liquor: John Jenson and Mayor Jeff Engesser, Parks: Mary Peterson, Golf Course: David Peterson, Sanitary: David Peterson, Library: Clark Dessler, Law Enforcement: Darwyn Engesser, Water and Sewer: Clark Dessler.
     At 8:20 pm Mayor declared council adjourned to reconvene for a public hearing as the Board of Adjustment.  Variance No. 2017-01 by Robert & Kathy Kloos for a variance of Section 2.09.06-3 Area Regulations, Minimum Yard Requirements was presented.  The request, if granted, would permit the applicant to use the following property, 412 2nd Avenue, Block 3, E98’ of Lots 22,23,24,25,26 Less W88’ & Less E36’ & Lot 27 Less 88’ & Less E57’ & Lot 28 Less W88’ & Less E65’, Town of Gary, South Dakota in the following manner:  Request is being made to relax the front yard set-back requirements in an R1 residential neighborhood.  As there was no one present to contest this, motion was made by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to grant the variance.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     At 8:25 pm Mayor declared adjournment of the Board of Adjustments to reconvene as the City Council.
     Community Club members were present to discuss plans for the July 3rd Celebration.  They asked the council’s permission to allow a fireworks display again this year and for a donation towards this display.  Motion by Dessler, second by Bekaert to donate $1,000 towards the fireworks display.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Mary Peterson, second by Jenson to approve a special temporary liquor license for June 3, 2017 & June 4, 2017(until 1:00 a.m.) at the Gary Legion (David Hanten) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

          Citizen was present to discuss removing some trees which are actually on an undeveloped portion of 3rd Ave. west of the museum.  Council expressed some concern about neighboring property liability and would need signed consent from them before doing this.  As these trees are quite large and will need to be topped, Mike will get quotes from tree trimming companies as to the cost of topping the three trees on this property as well as two trees on the old Lover’s Lane in the new development.  No action taken at this time.
            Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to go into executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2(1) personnel and (3) contractual at 8:40 pm.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Mayor declared council out of executive session at 8:50 pm.
