ORDINANCE 347
CITY OF GARY, SOUTH DAKOTA
AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A LIBRARY BOARD

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota:

Section 1 Creation and Establishment of a Library Board 
There is hereby created and established a City Library Board for the City of Gary, South Dakota, which shall consist of five members, who shall be appointed by the Librarian with the approval of the City Council.  The Librarian shall be an exofficio member of the Library Board.  All members of the board are authorized to vote. The city council may, at will, increase or decrease the membership of the board by resolution. The library board shall be responsible for the evaluation of the librarian.  Evaluations shall be done on an annual basis and completed by December 1st. The library board shall have power to formulate and adopt bi-laws for its government.

Section 2 Officers
The Library Board shall select a chairman and vice-chairman.  The Librarian shall act as secretary.  The board chairman shall be in charge of all meetings or the vice-chairman in the absence of the chairman.

Section 3 Meetings
The board shall at a minimum hold quarterly meetings and special meetings for the transaction of business as deemed necessary and as provided for in its bi-laws.  

Section 4 Secretary
It shall be the duty of the secretary to attend all meetings and to keep an accurate record of all meeting minutes and provide a copy to each member of the board. A copy of all the minutes shall be filed with the city finance officer and copies provided to the Mayor and Gary City Council.  All minutes shall be approved by the city council at the following regular meeting. 

Section 5 Librarian 
It shall be the duty of the librarian to submit all bills to the city finance officer for payment. All expenditures over fifty dollars ($50.00) shall be approved by the president of the library board. The librarian shall be responsible for providing and explaining the financial reports to the board. The librarian shall be responsible for tracking over-due books and books not returned, plus implementing, assessing and collection of penalties and fines. 

Section 6 Finances
It shall be the duty of the city finance officer to track the finances for the library with the city finances. Checking and/or savings account will be kept separate from city funds and shall be maintained by the city librarian . Bills shall be submitted for payment no later than 2:00pm the day before the city council meeting. All bills need to be approved for payment by the city council. Any spending over fifty dollars ($50.00) shall require a purchase order that has been approved by the mayor and finance officer. Any spending of reserved funds shall require prior approval by the library board and the city council. 

This ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the date of publication pursuant to SDCL-9-19-13.
