2016 SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE

SECTION I

BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Gary, South Dakota, that the following sum is supplementally appropriated to meet the obligations of the Municipality for the following purpose:

Streets - 43110 

Asphalt for Grand Blvd & 1st Ave. (2 phases) - $52,307.20

Asphalt for Herrick St. from Oak St. to cemetery - $80,652.00

Total = $132,959.20

SECTION II
Means of finance of the above 2016 Supplemental Budget Appropriation:  The foregoing supplemental appropriation shall be funded by the General Fund Account of the City of Gary, South Dakota, in the sum of $132,959.20.
