     Motion by Engeseth, second by Jenson to approve the verified claims and issue warrants in payment thereof.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Employee contributions, Committee reports, and Ward reports were heard.
     Roger Baer, Gary Historical Association Curator, was present to inform the Council that digital copies of the old Gary Interstates were saved to an external hard drive.  If the City would pay the cost of the hard drive, Roger would provide the City with the digital copies in exchange for the reader and film currently housed at the City Library.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Dessler to purchase the digital copies of the Gary Interstates on the hard drive for $75.00 in exchange for the reader and film.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Engeseth, second by Peterson to disburse the $5,000 budgeted for 2013 to the Gate City Development.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Members of the Gate City Development were present to discuss the sewer project at the new development.  They had the estimated construction cost of $118,858.02 for installing water & sewer in the new development and upgrading approximately a block and a half of existing city sewer.  The City agreed to pay for their portion of the estimate to upgrade the existing sewer for a total of $27,331.74.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Bekaert to prepare a resolution to transfer funds from the general fund to the sewer fund to pay City share.  This resolution will be on the agenda at the next regular council meeting.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
       On a recommendation from Aason Engineering Company, Inc. as part of the 2013 bridge inspections, motion was made by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to sign resolutions to begin the process for the Bridge Replacement or Rehabilitation Program through the SD DOT.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

      Motion by Engeseth, second by Bekaert to add on to the park shelter in the City Park. Also to upgrade the electrical to 100 amp service in the shelter.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  

     Motion by Dessler, second by Peterson to renew the annual contract with MinnKota Pest Services for preventative care in the amount of $342.34.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 

     A re-zoning permit for Jim Thorpe was reviewed and forwarded to the Planning & Zoning Commission.  A special meeting of the Planning & Zoning Commission will be held at 8:00 a.m. on October 26, 2013 for the first hearing of this re-zoning.  A notice regarding this will be published in the October 16, 2013 issue of the Clear Lake Courier.
