	ORDINANCE 336-04
AN ORDINANCE ENTITLED, AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 336, AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING ZONING REGULATIONS FOR THE CITY OF GARY, SOUTH DAKOTA, AND PROVIDING FOR THE ADMINISTRATION, ENFORCEMENT, AND AMENDMENT THEREOF, IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTERS 11-4 AND 11-6, 1967 SDCL, AND AMENDMENTS THEREOF, AND FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH.
BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota:
1. That Section 2.09.04 Conditional Uses within Chapter 2.09, “R1” General Residential District adopted by Ordinance 336, August 13, 2007, as amended, of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Gary be amended to add the following conditional use in Section 2.09.04 Conditional Uses within Chapter 2.09 “R1” General Residential District:  10.  Extended Home Occupations
2. Add the following Chapter to Article IV:  Supplemental Regulations
      
CHAPTER 4.19.  EXTENDED HOME OCCUPATION.   There are significant differences between home occupations conducted in residential dwellings on small tracts and those which may be operated in an accessory structure on the same property as a residential dwelling.  The nature of resources available for use, the benefits and disadvantages created by home occupations, and the problems generated necessitate a distinction between home occupations and extended home occupations.  Each concept is based on supplementing income, but due to density of development and different requirements on the placement of accessory structures extended home occupations typically require unique considerations.  For the aforesaid reasons, certain types of uses may be permitted as extended home occupations in certain districts provided certain considerations are made.
1.  For the purpose of this section, provided all requirements are met, the following shall be considered extended home occupations.
a. Personal services;
b. Finance, insurance and real estate services;
c. Sale of agricultural products grown or produced by the residents of the property;
d.  Any other home occupation subject to City Council approval.

2.  Performance Standards

a.  A home occupation may not be changed to another home occupation except by the issuance of a separate conditional use permit.
b. Individuals engaged in such occupation shall consist of family members residing on the premises and up to one (1) non-family employee.
c. There shall be no change in the outside appearance of the buildings or premises, or other visible evidence of the conduct of such home occupation other than one on-premise sign, not to exceed sixteen (16) square feet in area, non-illuminated.
d. Off premise signage for extended home occupations shall be limited to South Dakota Department of Transportation (SDDOT) commercial, directional signs, also known as “TOD” Signs”.  These signs, with SDDOT approval, may be located adjacent to State and Federal Highways.
e. The only retail sales allowed shall consist of the sale of commodities/products prepared on the premises in connection with such occupation or activity.  Exception:  Seed Sales.
f. There shall be no outdoor storage of materials, vehicles, etc. related to the extended home occupation unless the aforementioned storage is placed behind a fence approve by the Board of Adjustment.
g. Extended home occupations shall be conducted in an accessory building.
h. No traffic shall be generated by such extended home occupation in greater volumes than would normally be expected in a residential neighborhood, and need of parking generated by the conduct of such extended home occupation shall be provided off the street and other than in a required front yard.
i. No equipment or process shall be used in such extended home occupation which creates noise, vibration, glare, fumes, odors, or electrical interference detectable
to the normal senses off the lot.  In the case of electrical interference, no equipment or process shall be used which creates visual or audible interference in any radio or television receivers off the premises, or causes fluctuations in line voltage off the premises.

Add the following term to CHAPTER 5.01. GENERAL TERMS:
Extended Home Occupation.   A home occupation conducted outside of the residence and/or in an accessory building.
