Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to approve the verified claims and issue warrants in payment thereof.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Comments were heard by utilities manager and finance officer.  Committee and Ward reports were heard.

     Mary Nosbush was present to give an update on the Gate City Development.

     Marty Grabow and Brent Jeppesen from the Dakota Trailbazer’s Snowmobile Club were present to discuss having a street dance in front of the Liquor Store again this year on July 3rd.  They explained they have contacted a band which would cost $4000 and asked the City if they would be willing to pay half the cost.  Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to pay $2000 for half the cost of the band.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  They will still have to go to the County and get permission to have the dance on the street.

     Mel, Tawne, & Elle Pieper were present to share with the council their plans to hold the rodeo again this year.  The dates are going to be Saturday. June 30th & Sunday, July 1st and will be held the same place it was last year.  They asked the City if they would be willing to purchase a sponsorship again this year.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to give them the same amount as last year, which was $2,550.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  
Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to approve the liquor store to provide the beer garden for the street dance on July 3, 2018.  A special temporary permit will need to be issued before that date.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

A rep from KLM Engineering, Inc. visited with Mike recently and asked if he could provide a proposal for water tower cleaning & inspection.  After receiving the service agreement from them and consulting with a rep from BDRW motion was made by Darwyn Engesser, second by David Peterson to stay with Maguire Iron, Inc. and have an inspection later this summer or early fall.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

The city received notice that it was awarded a Hazard Mitigation Grant they had applied for last year through the SD Office of Emergency Management to install a generator at the Fire Hall/Community Center.  Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to have Mayor Engesser sign and return the agreement between the State of SD, Dept. of Public Safety and the City of Gary.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 
     Motion by Dessler, second by David Peterson to approve the 2018 Conprehensive Tree Plan and to re-appoint Lilly Bekaert and Marilyn Koeppen to three year terms on the City Tree Board.  Mayor Engesser signed the Arbor Day Proclamation which will be observed on Saturday, April 28th along with the City Wide Clean Up. Plans are to meet at the City Park at 9:00 a.m. for anyone wishing to help.  $100 will be offered to local Church Youth Groups and the local 4-H Group if they would like to help with this clean up.  Boulevard trees will again be available this year and must be ordered by April 28th.  You can contact Mike Nosbush or the City Office if interested.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  In case of rain, the clean-up day would be held the following Saturday, May 5, 2018.
      At the previous meeting a motion was made and seconded to declare the Gust property surplus.  Discussion was opened up again on this and a motion was made by Dessler, second by Bekaert to leave as is and have three property owners appraise the property.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

      Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to repair two sections of roads where underground springs have created problems.  One will be the gravel portion of the road going out to the cemetery and the other area is the dump ground road.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     The next regular council meeting will be Monday, May 7, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. at the Gary City Hall.

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to adjourn.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
