Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the minutes of the March 6th regular meeting and the March 20th Local Review Board Special Meeting.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Comments were heard by utilities manager and finance officer.  Committee and Ward reports were heard.

     David Hanten, representing the Gary American Legion, was present to request funding to help pay for the boys & girls summer ball programs.  Motion by Borg, second by Jenson to donate $2,500 towards the summer ball programs. Ayes:Borg,Dessler,Peterson,Jenson,Darwyn Engesser. Bekaert abstained as he is a member of the Legion.  Motion carried.
     Mel & Eil Pieper were present to share with the council their plans to bring the rodeo back to Gary.  The dates are going to be July 1st & 2nd  and will be held on the West edge of town on land now owned by them.  This will be the same place the rodeo was held several years ago.   They are in the process of getting sponsorships and a motion was made by Borg, second by Peterson to be a chute sponsor and to place a ½ page ad in the rodeo program for $550.   All members voted aye, motion carried.  
     Marty Grabow and Brent Jeppesen from the Dakota Trailbazer’s Snowmobile Club were present to discuss having a street dance in front of the Liquor Store again this year on July 2nd.  They explained how the cost of bands have gone up considerably and asked the council if they would be willing to pay half the cost of the band.  Motion by Peterson, second by Borg to pay $2,250 for half of the cost of the band.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  They will still have to go to the County and get permission to have the dance on the street.
    Discussion was held on the Liquor Store providing a beer garden for the street dance.  No action was taken at this meeting, but it will be placed on the agenda again for the next meeting on May 1st.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to rent a water softener from Culligan for the Liquor Store.  Culligan will install the unit free of charge and maintain it monthly.  The rent will be $25/month.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     The 2016 Drinking Water Report was received from the DENR.  Notices will be placed in local businesses informing residents that a complete copy of this report is available at the City Office if they would like to see it.  
     First reading of Ordinance 2017-363, Fire Ordinance Members Amendment, was heard.  
     Motion by Bekaert, second by Dessler to approve the 2017 Conprehensive Tree Plan and to re-appoint Mary Nosbush and Darwyn Engesser to three year terms on the City Tree Board. Arbor Day will be observed and City Wide Clean Up will be held on April 29th with plans to meet at the City Park at 9:00 a.m., and to offer $100 to local Church Youth Groups and the local 4-H Group if they wish to help with this clean up.  Boulevard trees will again be available this year and must be ordered by April 29th.  You can contact Mike Nosbush or the City Office if interested.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  In case of rain, the clean-up day would be held the following Saturday, May 6, 2017.
     Bob Wynn will no longer be tending the rubble-site on Saturday mornings.  Motion by Borg, second by Jenson to hire Bruce Peterson to fill in temporarily @ 11.65/hour until a replacement can be found.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  The Council thanks Bob for his many years of dedicated service.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to approve and sign the Deuel Co. Highway Agreement.  Ayes:  Bekaert, Peterson, Jenson, Dessler, and Darwyn Engesser.  Borg abstained.  Motion carried.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to purchase an all-in-one printer, copier, fax, & scanner from Office Peeps for the city office and to declare the old printer surplus with no value.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to apply for a Hazard Mitigation Grant for a generator and to have First District write the grant.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Borg to purchase the Old Gold Nugget building next to the liquor store contingent on there being a clear title on the building.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  

     Much discussion was held on the loss control survey conducted several weeks ago and the list of recommendations received from Safety Benefits, Inc. as a result of this survey.  A safety benefits/loss control manual has been prepared and this, along with several policies were presented to the council for review.  Motion by Dessler, second by Bekaert to adopt the manual and policies as of April 3, 2017.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
