Committee and ward reports were heard as well.
     Rob Jempa, new GM of Buffalo Ridge Resort was present to introduce himself to the council and to give an update on additional recreation options at the Ridge.  A beach volleyball court is in progress.  Other possibilities are a 9-hole disc golf course and a horse trail.  Rob also asked for approval from the council to place two off-premise signs advertising Buffalo Ridge Resort.  One by the water tower and one downtown just east of Steele’s Service on property owned by Gary Grain Inc.  Motion by Jenson, second by Dessler to allow placement of above mentioned signs.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to approve building permit #2015-01 for GHA to construct a 32’ x 80’ machine shed to house the old machinery on the cement slab just north of the museum.  On a roll call vote ayes were:  Darwyn Engesser, Dessler, Jenson, and Peterson.  Bekaert abstained.  Motion carried.  

     First reading of Ordinance #2015-339-8 (water rates) was held.  Second reading and adoption will be on the May 4th agenda.

     Motion by Jenson, second by Peterson to approve the 2015 Conprehensive Tree Plan and to re-appoint Marilyn Koeppen and Lilly Bekaert to three year terms on the City Tree Board.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     City Wide Clean Up will be held on April 25th with plans to meet at the City Park at 9:00 a.m.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to offer $100 to local Church Youth Groups and the local 4-H Group if they wish to help with this clean up.
