D & L Digging’s quote was $4,250 for the house and $9,700 for the Gold Nugget building and they would haul the debris.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to have Grabow Construction do the work  and the city would haul the debris to the rubble-site.
     Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to accept and sign the 2019 law enforcement contract with Deuel County in the amount of $918.25 per month.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
