Comments were heard by utilities manager and finance officer.  Committee and Ward reports were heard.
     A fund request was received from Deuel Area Development, Inc.  After discussion a roll call vote was taken:  Ayes:  Darwyn Engesser & Borg, Nays:  Jenson, Peterson & Bekaert.  Request will be presented again at the March 7th meeting.     
     Marty Grabow and Brent Jeppesen from the Dakota Trailblazers Snowmobile Club were present.  They spoke with the council about the possibility of holding a street dance on main street on Saturday, July 2, 2016.    Motion by Peterson, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve, but told them they may have to get approval from the county as well.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 
At the December 29, 2015 year-end meeting motion was made by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to transfer 2015 ending balances in the Video Lottery Fund and the Liquor Fund to the 2016 General Fund.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  The actual amounts transferred were:  from Video Lottery Fund-$99,669.48 and from Liquor Fund-$32,000.00.

     Agenda item “Cardtrol pumps” was not acted on and will be put on hold for the time being.
     Currently Ottertail is offering a significant rebate program on LED lighting and provided data to the council as to the wattage savings and rebate offers available should the council decide to change out to LED lighting in the municipal building, liquor store, and fire hall/community center.  Estimates were also received from Stee Electric as to what it would cost to change over to LED.  For the City Office, library, & shop the estimate was $6,930.00, for the liquor store $2,535.00, and for the fire hall/community center $6,885.00.  Motion by Borg, second by Jenson to approve changing to LED lighting and to accept the estimates from Stee Electric.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
 The annual District Meeting is being held in Milbank on March 15, 2016.  

 Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to renew membership for 2016 with First District Association.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Peterson, second by Bekaert to release the appropriated 2016 funds of $15,000.00 to the Gary Fire Department to make the payment on the E-One pumper truck.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Since the recycle trailer will no longer be provided by the Community Club, the council discussed the possibility of the city taking this over.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to do a little more checking on different options before making a decision.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

 Mayor Engesser proclaimed Saturday, April 30, 2016 as Arbor Day in Gary.  Weather permitting, there will also be a City Wide Clean Up on this day.

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve Mike sending out bids for a lawn mower trade-in.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Peterson, second by Borg to pay a $50.00 sponsorship fee to the Apols Harley-Davidson 2016 bandana run.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Reminder:  pet license were due January 31, 2016.  Now is the time to bring proof of your pet’s vaccinations to the city office and purchase your 2016 pet license.

Other discussion:  council discussed July 3rd being on a Sunday this year.  The water fights will be held that evening and the council discussed having the liquor store open that day and evening.  The city can issue a temporary liquor license to allow Sunday sales for both on-sale and off-sale.  This will be discussed further at the May meeting.
