Comments were heard by Mike and Shirley.  There were no committee and ward reports.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Engeseth to approve a special temporary liquor license for March 22, 2014 and March 23, 2014 until 1:00 a.m. at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

At the December 30, 2013 meeting, motion was made by Bekaert, second by Jenson to transfer 2013 ending balances in the Video Lottery Fund and the Liquor Fund to the 2014 General Fund.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  The actual amounts transferred were:  from Video Lottery Fund-$106,937.58 and from Liquor Fund-$85,000.00.

 At the November 4, 2013 meeting, a motion was made by Dessler, second by Bekaert to recommend approval of  resolution 2013-05 to transfer funds from the general fund to the sewer fund for the City share of the sewer project in the new development with all members voting aye.  Since the project was delayed, Dessler rescinded his motion for approval with a second by Bekaert.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  A new resolution will be adopted when the project begins in 2014.

First reading of Ordinance #355, amending the current sewer ordinance, was held.

Mike will get bids for lawn mower trade in and bring to the next meeting.
Council declined membership to SD Association of Towns & Townships and International League of Cities.  The City is a member of First District and feels they get the support needed through them.

Pet license were due January 31, 2014.  Notices will be put up to remind pet owners to vaccinate their pets and get their annual license.
