The Gary City Council met in a regular session on Monday, February 6, 2017, at 7:30 p.m. in the City Hall.  Aldermen Albert Bekaert, John Jenson, Cory Borg, Darwyn Engesser, Clark Dessler and Mary Peterson were present. Mayor Jeff Engesser presided.  Present also were Mel, Tawne, & Eli Pieper, Mike Nosbush and Shirley Pederson.  

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to approve the agenda after two changes:  Add Fire Ordinance to the agenda and move Mel & Tawne Pieper from an agenda item to Other Discussion.   All members voted aye, motion carried.


Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the minutes of the December 26, 2016 regular meeting.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Borg to approve the verified claims and issue warrants in payment thereof.  All members voted aye, motion carried.   

     Employee contributions, committee reports, and ward reports were heard.
     Council terms expiring this year are Albert Bekaert, two year term Ward I, Mary Peterson, one year term Ward II, Cory Borg, two term Ward II, and John Jenson, two year term in Ward III.  Petitions can be picked up at the finance office beginning January 27, 2017 and must be returned to the finance office no later than 5:00 pm on February 24, 2017.
At the December 26, 2016 year-end meeting motion was made by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler

 to transfer 2016 ending balances in the Video Lottery Fund and the Liquor Fund to the 2017 General Fund.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  The actual amounts transferred were:  from Video Lottery Fund-$93,842.44 and from Liquor Fund-$40,000.00.

     Discussion was held on the City possibly purchasing a new and larger generator for the fire hall.  Two estimates were looked at.  Motion by Borg, second by Darwyn Engesser to take no action at this time, but to look into it further.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
    Council decided to not purchase replacement Christmas decorations at this time, but to look at them again in November.

The annual District Meeting is being held in Big Stone City on March 21, 2017.  

 Motion by Dessler, second by Borg to renew membership for 2017 with First District Association.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Bekaert, second by Dessler to release the appropriated 2017 funds of $15,000.00 to the Gary Fire Department to make the payment on the E-One pumper truck.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Borg mentioned that the Fire Ordinance should be looked at and possibly revised.  Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser for Borg and the finance officer to go through the ordinance and make some revisions to present at the next meeting.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

A comparison of cemetery costs was presented to the council to show what other Cities are charging for lots, perpetual care, interment fees, etc.  After discussion, motion was made by Bekaert, second by Borg to leave our costs the same.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Borg, second by Dessler to pay a $50.00 sponsorship fee to the Apol’s Harley-Davidson 2017 bike run, to purchase an additional TV for the liquor store, and for the liquor store manager to hire Nicholas Adkison as a part-time bartender at $8.07/hour.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Reminder:  pet license were due January 31, 2017.  Now is the time to bring proof of your pet’s vaccinations to the city office and purchase your 2017 pet license.

Other discussion:  It was brought up that there is some confusion on the physical address of the fire hall.  After discussion it was decided that the physical address should be 114 1st Ave. which will then match up with 911 addressing.  Mike mentioned that this spring/summer they will probably be jetting around 5 blocks of sewer lines.    

The next regular council meeting will be Monday, March 6, 2017, at 7:30 p.m. at the Gary City Hall.  Equalization meeting will be Monday, March 20, 2017 at 6:00 p.m.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to adjourn.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
