 Motion by Dessler, second by Engeseth to approve the agenda.  All members voted aye, motion carried.


Motion by Bekaert, second by Engeseth to approve the minutes of the December 28, 2011 regular meeting.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Engeseth to approve the verified claims and issue warrants in payment thereof with the addition of a late bill from Steele’s Service in the amount of 628.04.  All members voted aye, motion carried.   

Citizen Input:  call received of dog running loose.
Mike reported on the progress of the remodeling project at the liquor store.  Finance Officer was given permission to be out of the office on February 14th for a funeral.  Liquor Store was given permission to have another lottery machine installed on premises.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for February 17, 2012 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Property re-classification:  After contacting the State and our City Attorney it was established that the property in question does not qualify to be re-classed as a “rural-service district”.  Only undeveloped property can be considered for this classification.  This particular property has buildings on it, therefore it is considered developed.
After an informative question, answer period with Joan Sacrison of Deuel Area Development, the Council reconsidered 2012 funding for the organization.  A motion was made by Engeseth to use funds from Cash on Hand (checking account) to create a 2012 Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance for $5,000.00 for Deuel Area Development 2012 funding.  Dessler provided a second to the motion.  On a roll call vote:  Ayes:  Darwin Engesser, Dessler, Engeseth, Jenson, Peterson; Nay:  Bekaert.  5 for, 1 against, motion carried.
Two members of the Gary Historical Association  were present requesting 2012 funding as well to help with the rebuilding of the museum.  A presentation was given explaining their plans, the dollars they have raised so far, and what was still needed for this project.  After much discussion, a motion was made by Bekaert, second by Engeseth to use funds from Cash on Hand (checking account) to create a 2012 Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance for $20,000.00 for the Gary Historial Association to help with rebuilding the museum.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  

Notice from Bjerke Sanitation regarding a rate increase of $1.00 plus applicable sales tax  per stop for garbage pick-up was read.  Effective date is February 1st.  An amendment to the original agreement with Bjerke Sanitation reflecting the rate increase was signed.  Motion to approve by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
An invitation for annual membership with the International League of Cities was declined.

Discussed trading the two x724 lawn mowers for new ones.  Mike will get price quotes and present at next meeting.
A building permit was issued to David Wyman the end of December 2011 to move a storage shed onto his property at 108 3rd Ave. Gary, SD.

No one will be attending the Annual District I Meeting in Rosholt, SD on Tuesday, March 27th.

Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to not require the completion of the MD&A form as part of the annual report.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion was held on the final 2009-2010 audit and its findings.  Motion was made by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve the final 2009-2010 audit and to have one of the council members be present for liquor inventory.  This was on the recommendation of the auditor.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Engeseth, second by Jenson to approve annual audits in the future and accepted  the  proposal from Independent Audit Services, PC for an annual audit for the year 2011.  An engagement letter was signed by the Mayor and Finance Officer and copies will be sent to Independent Audit Services, PC and to the Department of Legislative Audit in Pierre, SD.  Also approved was to have the Finance Officer continue to do the annual report and not engage Independent Audit Services, PC for this service at this time.   All members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Engeseth, second by Bekaert to have Mike purchase a new TV for the liquor store.  

All members voted aye, motion carried.

Other discussion:  PET LICENSE ARE NOW OVERDUE!!!  THESE WERE DUE JANUARY 31ST AND SHOULD BE PURCHASED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.
