    Leon Kaiser and Thane Wells were present to extend a personal thank you to the City for spraying for mosquitoes at their Four Moon Rendezvous camp the past several years.  This is held west of town over the 3rd of July weekend.  They presented the City with a beautiful tanned hide that everyone who attended the camp personally signed.  It will be hanging on the wall at the City Office if anyone would like to stop in and see it.  Thank you so much!!!
    Mark Junker from Aason Engineering presented the lastest bridge inspection report for the bridges on Lac Qui Parle Street & 2nd Avenue.  He informed the council the bridges are both in poor condition and getting to the end of their life span.  He explained there are DOT grants available with an 80/20 split for both the preliminary engineering and the actual construction, but that the cost would still be quite significant. A written 2018 fund request for $5,000 was received from Deuel Area Development.  Joan Sacrison also presented a slide show of what DADI does and has available for new businesses in the county and gave a review of the year 2016.  The fund request failed due to lack of a motion and second.
Gate City Development members Angel Oeltjenbruns and Will Stone were present.  Angel said the Development is working diligently on a couple different issues, but results are taking longer than they anticipated.  She explained the City and the Development need to work together.
