                                                      ORDINANCE NO. 347-1
AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE NO.  347
CITY OF GARY, SOUTH DAKOTA
AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A LIBRARY AND LIBRARY BOARD

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota:


The City of Gary shall support and provide a public library that serves free of charge all residents.

Section 1  Creation and Establishment of a City Library Board
There is hereby created and established a City Library Board for the City of Gary, South Dakota, which shall consist of five members, property owners or residents of the City, who shall be appointed by the Mayor with the approval of the City Council.  The city librarian shall be an exofficio member of the City Library Board.

Section 1.1 Term of Office
The term of the five persons to be appointed by the Mayor shall be three years except that the term of two of the members appointed to the first board shall be for only one year and the term of two members of the first board shall be for two years.  In the event that a vacancy shall occur during the term of any member, a successor shall be appointed to complete the term.

Section 7 Budget
A proposed budget for expenses and revenues shall be submitted by July 1st to the finance officer on an annual basis.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and take effect from and after its passage, approval and publication according to law.

This ordinance is in full compliance with SD Codified Law 14-2.
