Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve the agenda with the addition of 2 items;  appointment to fill vacancy in Ward II and bike trails.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Reports were heard from the street superintendent and finance officer.
     Committee & Ward reports were heard: discussion was held regarding abandoned property in town where lawns need to be mowed and maintained.  Finance Officer will try to contact property management company informing them of the City Ordinance and allowing them several days to comply or the City will mow the property and charge accordingly.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to appoint Cory Borg to fill the council vacancy in Ward II until the next election.  All members voted aye.  Borg then read the Oath of Office and sat in on the meeting.

      Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for June 12, 2015, June 20 & 21(until 1:00 a.m.), 2015, and June 27 & 28(until 1:00 a.m.), 2015 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

      Phil Trieb was present to discuss replacing the sidewalk on the south side of his property at the corner of Coteau Street & First Avenue.  Phil said he will hire a contractor to do the work if the city will pay for the concrete.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert that the city will pay for the concrete, but will have to approve the contractor Phil hires, the work will have to be done according to code, and the project will have to be completed this year.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

       Cory Borg, representing Deuel County Emergency Management, explained that possibly starting next week all 911 services for the county will be going through Watertown.  In the testing process, it was found the tornado siren at Gary was not able to be set off remotely and needs an activation box to be added to our current system.  The cost for this will be approximately $2,000 plus installation costs.  Motion by Peterson, second by Jenson to approve the cost of purchasing and installing the activation box at this time and to look at possibly upgrading the entire system at a later date.  All members voted aye, with Borg abstaining, motion carried. 
       Rob Jempa, GM at Buffalo Ridge Resort, had several items on the agenda:  (1)  they would like to hold horse trails this summer, possibly a larger one in August.  Motion by Dessler, second by Borg to approve the horse trails with Buffalo Ridge showing proof of insurance relieving the city of any liability.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  (2)  fireworks display on July 3rd    _  motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to approve.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  (3)  outdoor dances on July 3 & 4 -  motion by Bekaert, second by Peterson to approve. All members voted aye, motion carried.  (4)  changing the on-sale liquor license to 2:00 a.m. – motion by Borg, second by Peterson to deny this request.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  (5)  donation towards fireworks display -  motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to donate $1,000 towards the fireworks display on July 3rd.  All members voted aye, motion carried.        

     Building permits were received from Sue Wiederich and Jeff Nordseth.
     Notice was received that beginning July 1, 2015 you will be allowed to charge up to $40 per return check.  Motion by Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser that effective July 1, 2015 the City of Gary will be raising the NSF fee on returned checks from $30 to $40.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     An estimate for security cameras at the liquor store was reviewed.  It was decided a little more checking would be done on this, plus getting another estimate, before any decision is made.  
     Kyle Johnson has been hired as a part time bartender at the Gary Municipal Liquor Store with a starting wage of $8.07/hour.
     Discussion was held on adding a bike trail.  No action was taken.
     The next regular council meeting will be Monday, July 6, 2015, at 7:30 p.m. at the Gary City Hall.
