      Motion by Peterson, second by Darwyn Engesser to approve a special temporary malt beverage/liquor license for July 3 & 4(until 1:00 a.m.), 2018 for a beer garden on the sidewalk in front of the Gary Municipal Liquor Store at Lot 8, less W 13’, all of Lot 9, Block 1, Original Plat, City of Gary, SD, Deuel County.  On Sale Only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

      Motion by Bekaert, second by Dessler to approve a special temporary malt beverage license to Gary Rodeo Productions, Inc. AKA Gary Rodeo (Melvin & Tawnee Pieper) for June 30, 2018 & July 1, 2018 at Lots 1, Lewis Addition in E ½, SE ¼, 4-115-47 & OL 14 in 4-115-47, Town of Gary.  On Sale Only.      There was no update from GCD as no members were present.

     Marilyn Koeppen and Kellie Lewis were present to request funding for the Gary Area Betterment Committee.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Darwyn Engesser to donate $500 to the committee to help fund the projects they do to beautify the city.      All the paperwork for the grant for the generator at the fire hall/community center has been completed and approved.  The generator will now be ordered so the project can move forward. 
      A letter was received from Brookings-Deuel Rural Water explaining a rate increase effective July 2018 for wholesale town customers.  The last rate increase was in 2015.  After discussion, motion was made by Dessler, second by Bekaert to increase the water & sewer rates by .25 per thousand gallons and to increase the bulk water  rate to $8.00/thousand.  The base and unit rates will remain the same.  The change will be reflected on the September billing.  All  members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Kjelden to hire Lindsey Jennings as a part-time bartender at the Gary Municipal Liquor Store.  Starting pay will be $8.07/hour.  Motion also included ordering three more high tables and up to twelve stools for the liquor store.  All members voted aye,  motion carried.
     Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to approve the 109 Club being open on Sunday July 1, 2018 and Tuesday, July 3, 2018.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     A formal citizen complaint was received.  A letter explaining the action taken will be sent.
