      Angel Oeltjenbruns was present to express her concern about the property at 1402 Lac Qui Parle Street belonging to Buffalo Ridge Resort becoming an overflow for campers at the campgrounds.  The council’s impression from the land owner is that the motor home that is currently parked there is a short-term temporary situation.
