The Director of Equalizaion had an office error and recommended the assessed value on the home be lowered to $54,053.  The land value would remain the same at $4,567.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to approve the corrected value on the home to $54,053, leave the land value at $4,567, for a total assessed value of $58,620.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
