Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve a special temporary liquor license for March 21, 2015 and March 22, 2015(until 1:00 a.m.) at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Jim Stone, representing the Gary American Legion, was present to request funding to help pay for the boys & girls summer ball programs.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to donate $2,000 towards the summer ball programs.  All members voted aye, motion carried.     
     Fire Chief Rob Deslauriers was present to request the budgeted funds of $15,000 for the 2005 Pumper Truck payment due this month. Motion was made by Bekaert, second by Jenson to release the funds to the Gary Volunteer Fire Dept.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 
     An updated list of the 2015 fire department members was provided to the council.  The complete list is on file at the City Office.

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Dessler to approve the 2014 annual report for the library.  Librarian has sent this to the State.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve the 2014 Annual Report for the City of Gary.  This will now be sent to the Department of Legislative Audit for approval.  After approval by the DLA the report will be published in the Clear Lake Courier.   All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to accept and sign the Deuel County Highway Department Agreement.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     The year-end pool tournament will be hosted by the Gary Liquor Store this year on March 28, 2015.  Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson for the liquor store to furnish pork loin sandwiches and a salad towards the meal.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
