Mike reported on the progress of the remodeling project at the liquor store. 
 Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Engeseth to approve a special temporary liquor license for March 10th   & 11th,March 17th & 18th,March 23rd, and March 24th & 25th, 2012 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

On behalf of the Gate City Development, Angel Oeltjenbruns made a request to receive part of their 2012 funding.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Engeseth to grant $6,000.00 to them at this time.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
The 2012 Comprehensive Tree Plan was read by Leroy Dessler, President of the Tree Board.  Plans are to plant approximately 12 trees at the cemetery and golf course this spring and to plant trees on the boulevards as requested in new locations or as replacements.  A $1,000 Urban and Community Forestry Grant has been applied for through the SD Department of Agriculture, Division of Urban Forestry to fund the project.  Two members of the Tree Board (Lilly Bekaert and Marilyn Koeppen) were reappointed to three year terms.  Mayor Engesser proclaimed April 28, 2012 as Arbor Day in Gary.  There will also be a City Wide Clean Up on this day with plans to meet at the City Park at 9:00 a.m.  The City is offering $100 to the local Church Youth Groups and the local 4-H Group if they wish to help with this clean up.  In case of rain, it would be held the following Saturday, May 5, 2012. 
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to have Ottertail place a street light near 507 1st Avenue.  Darwyn will contact Ottertail to see when they are available.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  

The first reading of Ordinance #349, 2012 Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance, was held.
Council approved building permit #2012-01 for the Gary Historical Association to build a new museum on the same site the previous one was.

Mike presented the bids received for trading the x724 John Deere lawn mower.  Council decided to go with the same type mower, only diesel rather than gas.  Bids received were:  Amundson Peterson, Madison, MN -$3,775.00, Kibble Equipment, Inc., Montevideo, MN-$4,200, and Schuneman Equipment Co., Milbank, SD-$5,625.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Dessler to go with the lowest bid of Amundson Peterson for a x744 4WS with 62” mower deck for $3,775.00.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to approve the Deuel County Highway Department Agreement for equipment and operator rates.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve the 2011 Library Annual Report.  All  members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Bekaert, second by Peterson to approve the 2011 annual report for the City of Gary.  The report will be sent to the Department of Legislative Audit and published in the local newspaper.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to have Finance Officer attend the ECFOG Meeting in Howard, SD on March 15th.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
