Nominations for President:  Bekaert  nominated Jenson, second by Dessler.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to cease nominations. All members voted aye, motion carried.  President is John Jenson. Nominations for Vice-President:  Jenson nominated Dessler, second by Bekaert.  Motion by Peterson, second by Darwyn Engesser to cease nominations.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Vice-President is Clark Dessler.      Thane Wells from Four Moons Rising Rendezvous was present. He asked if the City would be willing to spray for mosquitoes during this time.  He also stated they might need to put in another culvert on the grounds and asked if the City would do some dirt work with the payloader if needed. 9-2-2:  Water Rate Schedule.


Occupant of premises connected with the municipal water system shall pay for water consumed thereon, and for the availability of the municipal water service as follows:

Maintenance and administrative fee of $10.50 per month, plus $4.50 per 1000 

    

gallons of water used.


B. 
The rate shall be a flat fee of $10.50 per month for apartments having one meter, 



plus $1.00 for each unit, with the same rate per gallons of water used as part (A) 



above.

Buffalo Ridge Resort:  Hotel-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, 



with the same rate per gallons of water used as part (A).



Campground with bathhouse-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit,



with the same rate per gallons of water used as part (A).

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE  9-1-4 REGARDING SEWER RATE SCHEDULE
BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota that 9-1-4 of Ordinance 2007-339 be amended to the following:

9-1-4: Sewer Rates.


Sewer rates within the City and outside the City limits shall be a flat fee of $10.50 and $3.50 per 1000 gallons of water thereafter.  Sewer rates for an apartment building shall be a flat fee of $10.50 plus $1.00 per individual unit per month with an additional sewer rate of $3.50 per 1000 gallons of water.  


Buffalo Ridge Resort:  Hotel-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, and $3.50 per 1000 gallons of water thereafter.   Campground with bathhouse-Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, and $3.50 per 1000 gallons water thereafter.  Laundromat, Sundance Ballroom, fitness room, Administration building included.


Gate City Lodge:  Base rate of $10.50 per month, plus $1.00 per unit, and $3.50 per 1000 gallons of water thereafter.  


Sewer billing will be included with that of the water bills and be subject to the same collection procedure. 


New property owners shall receive a copy of Ordinance 2015-339-9  Chapter 9-1-4.

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-359

CHAPTER 5-1-7

AN ORDINANCE ALTERING ORDINANCE NO. 2007-339, TITLE 5, CHAPTER 5-1 DATED NOVEMBER 5, 2007, ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES, REGULATING THE TIME OF SALES OF INTOXICATING LIQUOR AND MALT BEVERAGES WITHIN THE CITY OF GARY, SOUTH DAKOTA BY ON-SALE AND OFF-SALE LICENSEES, AND PROVIDING A PENALTY;
BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gary, South Dakota as follows, to-wit:


Sec. 1.  It shall be unlawful for any off-sale licensee to sell any intoxicating liquor between the hours of 12:00 o’clock midnight and 7:00 o’clock a.m. of the following day, or between 12:00 o’clock midnight on Saturday and 7:00 o’clock a.m. on Monday following.


Sec. 2.    It shall be unlawful for any on-sale licensee to sell any intoxicating liquor after 1:00 o’clock a.m. on Sunday, or after 1:00 o’clock a.m. on Memorial Day, or at any time on Christmas Day; and that on all other days it shall be lawful to sell such intoxicating liquor only between the hours of 7:00 o’clock a.m. and 1:00 o’clock a.m. of any following day.


Sec. 3.    It shall be unlawful for any off-sale licensee to sell any malt beverages except between the hours of 7:00 o’clock a.m. and 1:00 o’clock a.m. of any following day.

 
Sec. 4.    It shall be unlawful for any on-sale licensee to leave any intoxicating liquor or malt beverage on the bar and for patrons to remain in an establishment after the hour of 1:00 o’clock a.m.


Sec. 5.    Any person violating any of the provisions of the Ordinance shall be subject to  a fine of not more than $100.00.


Sec. 6.    This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force on and after twenty days after its passage and publication.
