2013 SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE

SECTION I

BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Gary, South Dakota, that the following sum is supplementally appropriated to meet the obligations of the Municipality for the following purpose:

Cemetery Fund – 43700 – 

New Crosses for cemetery - $3,710.00

SECTION II
Means of finance of the above 2013 Supplemental Budget Appropriation:  The foregoing supplemental appropriation shall be funded by the General Fund Account of the City of Gary, South Dakota, in the sum of $3,710.00.

SECTION III
No levies shall be made for any such appropriation.

SECTION IV
This Ordinance being for the support of the Municipal Government shall take effect and be in force on or after its adoption and twenty days after publication.

Mayor declared adjournment of council to reconvene for reorganization.

Oath of offices was held for Albert Bekaert, Alderman Ward I, 2 year term;Robert Engeseth, Alderman Ward II, 2 year term; and John Jenson, Alderman Ward III, 2 year term.  Returning council members are:  Darwyn Engesser, Ward I, Mary Peterson, Ward II, and Clark Dessler Ward III.  Nominations for President:  Dessler  nominated Jenson, second by Peterson.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to cease nominations. All members voted aye, motion carried.  President is John Jenson. Nominations for Vice-President:  Jenson nominated Dessler, second by Darwyn Engesser.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Engeseth to cease nominations.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Vice-President is Clark Dessler.  Committees appointed by Mayor:  Streets and Alleys: Darwyn Engesser, Cemetery: Albert Bekaert, Liquor: John Jenson and Bob Engeseth, Parks: Mary Peterson, Golf Course: Albert Bekaert, Sanitary: Mary Peterson, Library: Clark Dessler, Law Enforcement: Darwyn Engesser, Water and Sewer: Clark Dessler.
   Sealed bids were opened for approximately 1200(plus or minus) tons of asphalt for a 2” overlay on various streets in the City of Gary.  Bids received were McLaughlin & Schulz, Inc. for $72.00/ton and Bituminous Paving Inc. for $89.90/ton.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Peterson to award the bid to McLaughlin & Schulz, Inc. of Marshall, MN. for $72.00/ton.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

      Brad and Jackie Stevens were present to give an update on the Buffalo Ridge Training Academy.  They explained the curriculum they will be offering and the goals they hope to achieve by providing these young adults with job training, job placement, housing, and mentor support.  They are planning a public open house for sometime in June.
     Members of the Gate City Development were present to talk about the RBEG grant they are applying for through USDA Rural Development.  They presented the Council a proposed infrastructure/building project exhibit this grant would be used for.  Their request from the city is $50,000 towards the water & sewer portion of this project.  This would be in addition to the $5000 fund request already budgeted for 2013.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Peterson to commit to the $50,000 fund request to be used towards water & sewer for their project.  A supplement to the 2013 budget will be needed to comply with this request.  The 2013 budgeted $5000 will be available as well.   All members voted aye, motion carried.     
     Lynn Pederson representing the Gary Historical Association was present for clarification as to how the museum was going to be charged for water.  Motion by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to charge the Gary Historical Association on a yearly basis for water & sewer and to not provide garbage pick-up.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion by Peterson, second by Engeseth to approve the following 2013-2014 Liquor License Renewals:
