     New pricing for water tower inspections was received from KLM, but it was decided to stay with McGuire Iron as was voted on at the April 2nd meeting.

     Mayor declared adjournment of council to reconvene for reorganization at 7:45 p.m.
Oath of Office was read by Jeff Engesser, Mayor, Darwyn Engesser, Alderman Ward I, 2 year term, Joni Kjelden, Alderwoman Ward II, 2 year term, David Peterson, Alderman Ward II, 1 year term, and Clark Dessler, Alderman Ward III, 2 year term.  Returning council members are: Albert Bekaert, Ward I, and John Jenson, Ward III.  
  Election of officers and committee appointments were held: Nominations for President:  Bekaert  nominated Jenson, second by Dessler.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to cease nominations. All members voted aye, motion carried.  President is John Jenson. Nominations for Vice-President:  Darwyn Engesser nominated Dessler, second by Dave Peterson.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to cease nominations.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  Vice-President is Clark Dessler.  Committees appointed by Mayor:  Streets and Alleys: Darwyn Engesser, Cemetery: Albert Bekaert, Liquor: John Jenson and Joni Kjelden, Parks: Joni Kjelden, Golf Course: David Peterson, Sanitary: David Peterson, Library: Clark Dessler, Law Enforcement: Darwyn Engesser, Water and Sewer: Clark Dessler.
      Community Club members were present to discuss plans for the July 3rd Celebration.  They asked the council’s permission to allow a fireworks display again this year and for a donation towards this display.  Motion by Dessler, second by Jenson to donate $1,000 towards the fireworks display.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Troy Oberembt from Music Service was present to express his wishes that the Gary Liquor Store go through them for their video lottery machines.  He explained that since they already have the juke box, pool table, dart machines, etc. and they are able to provide leagues for pool and darts it would only make sense to go with them for video lottery as well.  He stated that if the City does not along with this he would be pulling all Music Service games & music from the bar.  The council said they would take all of this into consideration.  Currently they hold a contract with Doc’s Vending that is good until February 2019.

     Verle Whipple from the American Legion was present to request funding towards the boys and girls summer ball program.  These funds will help pay for tournament fees, insurance, umpires, supplies, etc.  Motion by Dessler, second by Dave Peterson to donate $2,500.00 towards these expenses.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Tammy Odette was present to talk about the Tour de Kids bike-a-thon which will be on July 2, 2018 with registration starting at 6 p.m. and the ride starting at 6:30 p.m. The starting place and route will be the same as last year.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to donate $200 towards this fund raiser for the Children’s Miracle Network.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Tony Rehder and Rock McGillivary from Doc’s Vending were present.  Currently the liquor store has a contract with Doc’s for video lottery and has had for many years.  Tony addressed the council and explained their desire to keep the Gary Liquor Store as a client.  A decision on who the City will go with for video lottery will be made at a future date.
     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Jenson to approve a special temporary liquor license for May 19, 2018 at the Gary Legion (Matt Spilde) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

        Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson for the Ladies Legion Auxiliary to handle the summer concessions at the ball fields.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

        Elois Shackelford was present to discuss with the council placing a Veteran’s Memorial Park on the west side of the Fire Hall.  The council didn’t know if this would be the best place because of the slope of the hill, but liked the idea and thought maybe another location would work better.  
           In April a building permit was issued to Jay Gislason for an addition to his home at 508 2nd Ave.
