     Recommendation from Allegiant after their fire extinguisher inspection was that the fire department needed 11 additional extinguishers and the city needed 2 new ones.  Motion by Borg, second by Bekaert to order 2 new fire extinguishers locally for the city and the fire department would look into their need for additional extinguishers.
      Notice was received that the City of Gary was awarded a $10,000 Homeland Security Grant towards the purchase of a new siren.  Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to accept the grant and move forward with the project.  Bekaert, Peterson, Jenson, Dessler, and Darwyn Engesser voted aye, Borg abstained.  Motion carried.

      A condensed draft of the Deuel County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan was presented to the council for review.  After discussion, motion was made by Peterson, second by Jenson to approve the draft.  
Bekaert, Peterson, Jenson, Dessler, and Darwyn Engesser voted aye, Borg abstained.  Motion carried.
