Mike reported that the water tower cleaning has been completed, A-Tech Sewer will do more work on sewer as soon as they are available, golf course will be fertilized.
Shirley stated that when the 2012 Appropriation Ordinance #348 was created, there were two dates that did not get changed from 2011 to 2012.
