     Citizen input:  Kellie Lewis representing the Gary Betterment Committee was present to thank the city and Mike Nosbush for the nice job done on the sidewalk replacement at the corner of Coteau Street and First Avenue going west.  Also, a few people requested that the noon and six o’clock whistle be turned back on.
     Employee contributions, Committee reports, and Ward reports were heard.
      Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Peterson to approve a special temporary liquor license for October 10 & 11(until 1:00 a.m.), 2015, and October 24, 2015 at the Gary Legion (Jack Weir) at E 23’ of Lot 11 and all of Lots 12, 13, 14 in Block 1 of Original Plat, Gary, SD.  On-sale only.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     The curb & gutter on the east side of the Legion Building is broken up and water is running into the space below which is being rented by Stee Electric.  Motion by Borg, second by Jenson to provide a truck for disposal of the old concrete and to pay for the concrete to fix the problem.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 

     Motion by Jenson, second by Peterson to purchase a tape recorder to be used at council meetings.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Discussion was held on delinquent water bills.  Motion by Bekaert, second by Borg to post notices on the door of those not paying their bills by the first of the following month.  The  notice will state how much is past due and if payment isn’t received by a certain time their water will be shut off.   In instances where the water is shut off the resident will need to pay their past due bill, their current bill, plus a $40 re-connect fee before their water is turned back on.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to renew the annual contract with MinnKota Pest Services for preventative care in the amount of $359.10.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 

      Liquor operating agreements for the 109 Club and Buffalo Ridge Resort were reviewed.  A special meeting will be held before the next regular meeting to discuss these agreements further.  Date and time to be determined.  
     A building permit was issued to the United Methodist Church for the demolition of a house on the property they had purchased directly east of the church.
     Motion by Bekaert, second by Jenson to renew the current group health insurance plan with Wellmark/Blue Cross Blue Shield.  The renewal premium is showing a decrease of -9.17% going from $6,264.41 to $5,689.85.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
     Other discussion:  finance officer shared with the council that a closing meeting was held with the auditor the previous week.  President of the council, John Jenson, was also present at this meeting.  The auditor will now put his report together and send it to the DLA for approval.
