      Ron Stangeland,  president of the Gary Historical Association, was present to request funding towards a 32’x80’x12’ 3-sided structure to protect the old machinery at the museum.  After much discussion, motion was made by Engeseth, second by Darwyn Engesser to transfer $10,000.00 from contingency and donate it to the Gary Historical to put towards this project.      Motion by Jenson, second by Bekaert  to renew the CD’s at Deuel National Bank for 12 months at a rate of 0.50%.  Interest to be paid at maturity by check.  All members voted aye, motion carried.  

     Safety Benefits inspection results were discussed.  Building valuations were part of this inspection for liability insurance.  Recommendations will be carried out to qualify for discounted rates.
     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Dessler to submit $150 to Glacial Lakes Tourism Association for 2015 membership and advertising agreement.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Darwyn Engesser, second by Bekaert to re-appoint Elonne Veen as library board member for three years.  All members voted aye, motion carried.

     Motion by Bekaert, second by Engeseth for the city to order and pay for all materials needed for the new concession stand at the lower ball field.  Jason Anderson will do the cement work, Christianson Plumbing will do the plumbing, Stee Electric the electrical work, and Mike will be doing the general construction.  Total cost projected to be around $18,000.00.  All members voted aye, motion carried.
